
FRIENDS OF THE DAWSON CREEK MUNICIPAL PUBLIC LIBRARY 


Our Friends of the Library group was organized in 1983 to help the library with programs, activities and public relations. We operate under the B.C. Societies Act which covers non-profit organizations such as ours.  We also acquired a Federal Government charity number which enables us to give income tax receipts for monetary donations.

Purpose:  To aid the library and provide services not covered by its general operating budget.

Structure:  Six directors are elected at an Annual General Meeting for a one-year term.  Table officers are chosen from the directors by the directors. Regular members may attend and vote at all regular meetings.


Our annual membership fee is $1.  We prefer to help and don't want to discourage anyone with a high fee.  We have two types of membership:  Regular and Associate.  Most of our Associate members are Seniors but some are family members of our Regular Members and others are people who want to support us but do not have the time to help.

Major Activities:  We support the library's children's program, its seniors' programs, author visits and other projects financially.  As well, we assist by catering and/or serving at teas and other functions. 

Fundraising:  We have an ongoing Book Sale in the library.  We had a special book cart built and two members spend a short time once a week refilling or changing the display.  All the books are one price at any one time.  The library staff takes the money and puts it aside for us.  We are catering to our own library patrons and making more money now than we used to make with the big sales.  In 1992 we placed a book cart at our Pioneer Village Museum (a locked box on the honour system) and did very well there, too, by serving the holidaying reader.


When we have too many books to store because of weeding and donations we hold a special two-day sale.  All the books are placed on tables by price and Friends members attend and accept payment and do the housekeeping. 


One of the other important things we do is supply people to represent the library at local functions.  The library staff (few in number and very busy) do not have time for all the necessary public relations efforts at Trade Fairs, Craft Shows, Fashion Shows, etc.
