The Friends of the Library have contributed greatly to the preservation of old and important items for the Reference Department which will be of great value to later members of the public in doing research.
Margaret Moreau attended the Ontario Library Conference in February and returned with ideas of organizing and regenerating Friends groups.  As a result we are planning to invite you to the Appreciation Day in Library Week in October.

A new programme this year was the workshop given by Richard Thompson in May alerting us to the value of books, both old and new.

The executive of the Friends of the Lindsay Public Library have all worked diligently for a number of years now, as a group, to bring these programmes to you and to the community.  Margaret Moreau, elected as Vice Chair, took on the added task of Secretary and Merv Locke joined us as Newsletter Editor.
